_, 25 Effective September 112025,the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) now requires identity
verification for all Patent Center users, eliminating access for guest and unregistered wusers. This policy
aims to enhance data security and prevent fraudulent filings by ensuring only verified individuals can
access the system .Users can verify their identity through the secure ID.me platform, which offers same -
day access and a streamlined process .

The move strengthens protections against Intellectual property fraud and helps monitor data mining
activities that disrupt stakeholder filings . The USPTOencourages early registration to avoid delays and
ensure a smooth transition . Additional guidance and updates are available on the Patent Center FAQ
and Getting Started webpages . This initiative reflects the = =~ =  céinmitment to safeguarding user
data and maintaining the integrity of the patent filing process .

_, 2% The Federal Circuit reversed a $166.3 million jury award against AT&T and Nokia, ruling that the
infringement  verdict lacked substantial evidence . Finesse Wireless had accused the companies of
Infringing two patents related to mitigating intermodulation Interference In radio systems .However, the
court found the expert testimony from _ = witneds, Dr. Wells, to be contradictory and unclear .
Specifically, he failed to convincingly map the patent claims to . _ . ~ Yadio products, particularly
regarding signal sampling and interference paths . On cross - examination, it became evident that the
alleged interference signal was generated downstream of the sampling point, undermining the
Infringement claim . As a result, the Federal Circuit reversed the district * _ derstbl of judgment as a
matter of law (JMOL) and vacated the damages award, emphasizing the need for precise and

consistent expert analysis in complex patent cases .(Source).

USPTO Tightens PTAB Review Standards on

requiring the Patent Trial and Appeal Board (PTAB) to justify any decision that differs
from prior rulings on the same or similar patent claims . Acting Director Coke Morgan
i . _men@randum, released on September 16 2025, mandates that when the
PTAB reaches a different conclusion than a federal court, the International Trade
Commission (ITC), or a prior USPTOdecision, it must clearly explain why the deviation

IS warranted

The policy Introduces a heightened standard of explanation 3especially when the
same evidence or arguments were used In earlier proceedings . PTAB judges must
now review and consider relevant materials from those prior cases, including opinions
and testimony . This move aims to enhance consistency across forums and
strengthen confidence in administrative patent adjudications

The USPTO said the change reinforces Its commitment to transparency and fair
process In AlAtrial proceedings . (Source 1 Source 2).

USPTOEnforces Identity Verification for Patent Center Access

-, 259 The U.S. Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) has announced new security measures for its
Patent Center, effective September 112025, requiring all users to complete Iidentity verification . Guest
and unregistered users will no longer be able to access the system . The move aims to strengthen
data security, deter fraudulent filings, and prevent data mining activities that affect legitimate users.
Verification can be completed through ID.me, allowing same -day access, or via a mailed Patent
Electronic System Verification form . The USPTOnoted that this policy Is part of its broader effort to
protect the Integrity of the IP fiing process and ensure secure digital access for all stakeholders

EPO Allows Color and Greyscale Drawings in Patent Filings from October 2025

-, 29 The European Patent Office (EPO) has announced that starting October 1 2025, applicants will
be permitted to electronically file and process drawings In color and greyscale 3a major shift from the
earlier rule that allowed only black -and - white drawings . Published in the Official Journal (OJ EPO2025,
A57), this policy responds to long - standing user demand and supports the ~  Btoader digitalization

strategy .

The update applies to both European and divisional applications filed electronically, though
descriptions, claims, and abstracts must still remain In black and white . Color and greyscale drawings
will now also appear in public file inspection and patent publications, improving technical clarity and

visual accuracy In patent disclosures .(Source).

UK IPO Preparesfor One IPO Patents Service Launch

-, 251 The UK Intellectual Property Office (IPO) is preparing to launch its new One IPO patents service
In early 2026, aiming to modernize and streamline patent -related processes . Customers are urged to
take five key steps to prepare, starting with setting up IPO accounts . Organizations with large patent
portfolios are being contacted directly, while smaller firms can self-register once the service goes live.
The IPOwill announce the launch date six to eight weeks in advance via GOV.UKand social media .
Legacy systems like eOLF and WebF will be phased out, with eOLF support ending January 1 2026,
though applications will be accepted until April. PCT filings must shift to ePCT. Users must renew soft
certificates by November 30, 2025. Further updates on account setup, applications, and payments will
be shared through GOV.UK and the IP Connect newsletter . Deputy CEO Andy Bartlett emphasized the
Importance of readiness for this transformative change . (Source).
